Basic Need: 
 

“People Need Grace not Condemnation” 
 

Basic Truth: 
 

“Neither do I condemn you; go your way;  
from now on sin no more.” -- John 8:11 

 
The Accusers 10:4, 5 and 6a “…the scribes and Pharisees…in 
order that they might accuse Him.” 
 
The Adulteress 10:3 “…brought a woman caught in  
adultery…” 
 
The Advocate 10:5b, 6, 7, and 8 “Jesus stooped down and with 
His finger wrote on the ground…” 
 
Why did He look down? 
 
What did He write on the ground? 
 
The Condemned 10:9 “…they began to go out one by one…” 
 
The Acquittal 10:10, 11 “…Neither do I condemn you; go your 
way; from now on sin no more.” 
  
1. Be slow to condemn every human judgment of another’s 

sin. 
2. Be authentic in repenting of every sin in your own life. 
3. Be quick to declare to every sinner God’s forgiveness. 
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
